• Value of Membership 

– Ongoing support to CCFFR and funding of 
Clemens-Rigler travel 

– Provided funding to 25 students ($25K) to take 
part in CCFFR in Yellowknife this year 

– Provided funding to 99 students, individual 
awards range from $150 to $330, for a total of 
$23,930 to take part in CCFFR at Ottawa this year 

– Award relates to distance to travel to Ottawa

Financial Report 

• Current Finances: 

• There is $26,255.10 in the General Account, 
however, $22,428.69 is obligated towards 
CRTF which leaves us with $3,326.41 for 
general CARS use. 

• We have a 1 year GIC (which is cashable at any 
time) of $15,000.  

• Earnings from memberships in 2014: $1357.16 
(down from $1646.56 in 2013) 

 

 



Financial Report 

• PAGSE:  
– AFS used to cover $1000 of $1500 payment for 

dues in PAGSE and CARS the remainder. In 2014 
fee reduced to $1,000 and AFS agreed to start 
covering the full amount.  We now pay and are 
reimbursed by AFS.  

•  General: 
– Our largest, annual expenses are now AFS Chapter 

insurance ($150), the Larkin Award ($800), and 
any executive travel expenses 



Financial Report  

• Support for CCFFR 

– DFO provided $6,000 this year for the Clemens-
Rigler Award, matched by $6,000 from CCFFR 

– Additional funds raised by the Cooke lab to raise 
the total grants available to $24,000.

• CARS launched a new recognition program called “Legends of 
Canadian Fisheries Science and Management” 

• Goal of the program is to recognize the accomplishments of 
fisheries professionals in Canada 

• Highlighting their accomplishments will ensure that the next 
generation of fisheries professionals remain connected to the 
past 

• “Legends” will typically have completed (i.e., be retired) or be 
near the end of their career - can also be recognized 
posthumously 

• Not intended to recognize achievements of early career scientists 
or singular accomplishments 

• No financial compensation associated with the award;  Online 
“hall of fame website”, updates to Wikipedia pages, and plaque 
that will be displayed at public location (TBD – possibly at UBC)

Update - PAGSE 

• Steve Cooke is our representative on the 
Partnership Group for Science and Engineering 

• 22 Professional and scientific organizations are 
members, including CARS 

• Focus is advice and scientific direction to 
parliamentarians and supporting staff 

• Provide consolidated Parliamentary briefs and 
pre-budget recommendations 

• Produce “Science Pages” providing overview of 
the application of science for environmental 
management  



Update – Book Project  

• Steve Cooke and several others are working on 
a Canadian book on the history, present 
knowledge and future of aquatic and fisheries 
research and management in Canada 

• Will be published through AFS 

• Chapters due shortly and book proposed 
publication is early 2016 



Update – AFS2014 Report 
• CARS was a signatory to the Quebec Meeting. 

• CARS Obligations included: 

– Sit on organizing committee 

– Student Volunteers 

– Assist with Sponsorship and Fund-raising 

– Assist with donations for the Skinner silent Auction 

– Assist with managing funds from silent auction 

– Assist with Trade Show participants 



Update – AFS2014 
• Very successful Conference in Quebec City 

• Approximately 1,600 participants  

• Over 40 concurrent symposia and several 100 papers 
presented 

• Educational Section ran several training courses as 
well. 

• Successful J.E. Skinner Memorial Fund raiser 
(approximately $14,000) of which CARS receives 15% 
(approx. $2,000). 

• AFS2015 to be held in Portland, Oregon, August 16-
20, 2015 

 



Update – AFS News 
• Number of initiatives underway 

– Redevelopment of the AFS Policy Office – hire of Tom Bigford 
to head up and creation of an AFS Policy Fellowship Program 

– Restructuring of the Hutton and Continuing Education with 
hire of Beverley Pike 

– More active involvement with FAO’s Global Conference on 
Inland Fisheries. 

– Selection of Atlantic City for AFS2018 

– Co-hosted National Conference on Large Landscape 
Conservation 

– Working on new Communications Strategic Plan for AFS

Nominations for CARS Positions 

• Vice-President

voting, likely in late winter/early spring

New Business – By-Law Review 

• As a Corporation/Not-for-Profit, CARS is required 
to transition over to the new “modern” Canada 
Not-for-profit Act.  
– Margo has listed CARS as Not-for-Profit by the 

deadline 
– One year window to change by-laws 

• Want/need to add anything in particular to 
Section 10 of the Articles (FRM-4031).  

• Information in Section 6, “statement of the 
purpose of the corporation” is from the 1992 
incorporation.   

 



New Business – By-Law Review 

• There are: 
– mandatory bylaws (Annex C, p. 17) which are quite 

straight forward (and in our own set of bylaws 
already).  

– There are default ones set by Corporations Canada 
whereby often an “Alternate Rule” needs to be 
described if we require something outside the default.  
• These have to be gone through carefully to see which ones 

we want to default and which ones need a described 
alternate.  

– And then of course, there are additional bylaws which 
reflect CARS in particular.  

 



New Business – By-Law Review 

• Committee: Bill Franzin, Mark Poesch, Howard 
Powell 
 

• Need: at least one person who is very 
knowledgeable about Corporation bylaws.  

• The original (1992) bylaws are the ones that are 
likely in effect as the new set (2005) has never 
been voted on or approved.  

• Ultimately, the new bylaws have to be sent off to 
the membership for a vote.
